A voter identification card (issued in your name) will be mailed to you. This card confirms your 
registration and provides other useful information. You are not required to present your voter id 
card when you vote, nor does it confirm authorization to vote.  

In addition to your precinct number, you will find the following district number information on your 
voter id card- 
 
County 
School Board 
Florida House 
Florida Senate 
US Congressional 

You will also receive a change notice form which you can use to notify us of any address, political 
party or name changes. Detach the change notice form and mail it to us after you have completed 
and signed it. Your registration record will be updated and a new card will be mailed to you.

You can either write to us requesting a duplicate identification card or mail in a new registration 

application. Indicate on the application the type of change or update you wish to make.
